MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL MEETING
AUGUST 9, 2012

1.  CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Robert G. Knowlton called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.

2.  ROLL CALL 

Present were Mayor Robert Knowlton, Councilors Bill Kennedy, Dolly Wallace, Wayne Ake and Russ Walkup; Clerk/Administrator Gayle Jones and Planning and Zoning Officer Loretta Hatch.  

3.  CONSIDERATION OF ADOPTION OF AMENDMENTS TO THE 10-1 ZONING ORDINANCE

Mayor Knowlton stated that the Village has had a moratorium on new businesses for the past few months. He also stated that the Planning and Zoning Commissioners have worked on amendments to the 10-1 Zoning Ordinance.

Councilor Walkup moved to adopt the amendments to the 10-1 Zoning Ordinance, for discussion purposes.  Councilor Ake seconded.

There was discussion regarding definitions and fees.

There was discussion regarding business buildings being at least 300 feet from a house or dwelling.

Virgil Proctor, Bosque Farms resident, disagreed with the requirement under Class II Regulated Businesses that commercial buildings must be 300 feet from residential dwellings.

Councilor Wallace suggested striking Motor Vehicle Sales Lots and Mobile Home/Manufactured Homes Sales Lots from Class II as they are not “skid-row” type businesses.

Councilor Ake disagreed and stated that existing businesses should be grandfathered in until the business ceases to be that business.

Sharon Eastman, P & Z Commissioner, suggested moving auto and mobile home sales out of Class II but include a stipulation on the distance between those types of businesses.  She also suggested making metal recyclers Class I Regulated Businesses.

After lengthy discussion, it was proposed that motor vehicle and mobile homes sales would be moved back to where they were originally in the ordinance and move metal recyclers into Class I, which would completely eliminate Class II Regulated Businesses.

It was also proposed that the distance between car lots and mobile home lots would be no closer than 500 feet from each other lengthwise on the boulevard.

Mr. Proctor suggested putting regulations on parking and access to businesses instead of a distance regulation.

It was proposed to delete the administration fees for auto and mobile home sales.

It was proposed that any business structure shall have a 300 foot setback from any adjacent dwelling unit on any lot zoned R-1, R-1A or AR.

There was discussion of grandfathering with no sunset clause, but the fees would still apply.

Councilor Ake proposed to delete the sunset clause.  Councilor Wallace agreed.

It was proposed that Anti-Skid Row Regulations be changed to Regulated Business Requirements.

It was proposed that handicap parking and secondhand dealers would be remanded back to planning and zoning for proper language.

Councilor Walkup summarized the proposed changes as follows:
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G.  Regulated Business – Remove reference to Class II businesses

1.a.1. - Add “18 years of age”

1.a.2. - Add spelled out number

B.2. - Add “18 years of age”

C.1. – Add “18 years of age”
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2.b.2. – Remove parenthesis from residential

Page 31

Remove #2 – Class II Regulated Businesses

Move motor vehicle and mobile home sales lots back to where they were in the ordinance with minor word changes.

Move metal recyclers Class I “H”.

‘Exceptions’ becomes 2.

Strike - 4. Conformance

H. is reworded to Regulated Business Requirements and change verbiage to read in part “Regulated Business Requirements shall apply to Class I Regulated Businesses.  

Leave in reference to skid row effect under H.

Leave all of H.1 a, b, c, d, f. g. as is.

Change verbiage under H.1.e. from 300 feet to 500 feet.

Delete entire section of H.2. a, b and c.

B.7.a  - Change Administration fees to $1000.00

B.7.b – delete 

Councilor Walkup withdrew motion for consideration, for discussion only.  Councilor Ake seconded.

Councilor Walkup moved to adopt the amendments to the 10-1 Zoning Ordinance including all verbiage previously discussed.  Councilor Ake seconded.  There was a roll call; Councilor Walkup, for; Councilor Ake, for; Councilor Kennedy, for; Councilor Wallace, for.  Motion carried unanimously.
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4.  CONSIDERATION OF REPEALING ORDINANCE 2012-01 ESTABLISHING A MORATORIUM ON COMMERCIAL BUSINESS LICENSES, REGISTRATIONS AND/OR BUILDING PERMITS.

Councilor Wallace moved to repeal the moratorium on commercial business licenses, registrations and/or building permits to become effective as of the date of the 10-1 Zoning Ordinance Amendment.  Councilor Kennedy seconded.

Councilor Wallace amended the motion to lift the moratorium effective August 16, 2012.  Councilor Kennedy seconded the amended motion.  

Mayor Knowlton called for a roll call vote on the amended motion.  Councilor Walkup, for; Councilor Ake, for; Councilor Kennedy, for; Councilor Wallace, for.  Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Knowlton called for a roll call vote on the original motion.  .  Councilor Walkup, for; Councilor Ake, for; Councilor Kennedy, for; Councilor Wallace, for.  Motion carried unanimously.

5.  CONSIDERATION OF SECTION 3 PLAN AS REQUIRED BY CDBG

Councilor Wallace moved to approve Section 3 Plan as required by CDBG.  Councilor Walkup seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

6.  CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION #776-12 ADOPTING STATE PROCUREMENT 13-1-1 TO 13-1-199 NMSA 1978

Councilor Walkup moved to approve Resolution #776-12 adopting State Procurement 
13-1-1 to 13-1-199, NMSA 1978.  Councilor Kennedy seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

7.  ADJOURNMENT

Mayor Knowlton adjourned the meeting at 9:16 p.m.
