1.  CALL TO ORDER

B.  Consideration of Hiring a Library Aide

Councilor Kennedy moved to hire Wyn Sanchez as a part time Library Aid at $7.75 per hour.  Councilor Walkup seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
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C.  Consideration of Resolution #777-12 and the ICIP for 2014-2018

Councilor Walkup moved to approve Resolution 777-12 and the ICIP for 2014-2018.  Councilor Kennedy seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

D.  Consideration of Certificate of Destruction as of July 2012

Councilor Wallace moved to approve the Certificate of Destruction with the exception of the monthly reports for animal control.  Motion died for lack of second.

Councilor Walkup moved to approve the Certificate of Destruction as listed.  Councilor Kennedy seconded.  Motion carried with a 2-1 vote.  Councilors Walkup and Kennedy voted in favor of the motion.  Councilor Wallace voted against the motion.

12.  MAYOR & COUNCILOR’S REPORTS

Councilor Walkup had no report.

Councilor Kennedy stated that he attended the recent Historical Exchange Forum on September 9 and it was great.

Councilor Wallace stated that she was in San Diego this past weekend and her aunt had a New Mexico Centennial book on her coffee table that had old pictures of past Bosque Farms fairs and 4H kids.
